I. We carefully reviewed your response to our Statement of Reasons and have determined although you have not yet mitigated all the disqualifying criteria, you are making au earnest attempt to

resolve the issues. Accordingly, under the adjudicative criteria of DoD 5200.2-R, Department of

Defense Personnel Security Program, you are eligible for conditional security clearance eligibility.

2. In accordance with DOD 5200.2-R, a personnel security determination is an assessment of

an individual's judgment, trustworthiness and reliability. A review of the information.

contained in your SOR rebuttal revealed issues of security concern that could be potentially

disqualifying under the Adjudicative Guidelines; however; we have determined it is

appropriatc to issue you conditional security clearance eligibility.

3. Should you agree to abide by the conditions cited below, your eligibility to hold a security

clearance or occupy a sensitive position is conditional and subject to review. Complete the

Endorsement to the Conditional Memorandum and return it to this office through your

servicing Security Forces (SF) Or Special Security Office (SSO) within 10 days of receipt.

It will be your responsibility to provide all additional information, through your servicing SF or

SSO, by the established suspense date. To meet the conditions of this determination, you must

provide this office with the following information:

a. Proof of continued treatment as recommended by your counselors.

b. Proof of continued abstinence from alcohol.

4. Your eligibility to remain in a sensitive position or hold security clearance eligibility will be

reviewed six months from the date you acknowledge receipt of this memorandum. Failure to agree

or abide to the terms of this conditional security clearance eligibility or failure to provide the

requested information by the established suspense date will result in the suspension of your

conditional security clearance eligibility. If the issues leading to the suspension are not

mitigated, processing will begin to revoke or deny your final security clearance eligibility or

retention in a sensitive position.

Security Concerns and Supporting Adverse Information

Subject of Investigation:

Statement of reasons

1. Available information tends to show alcohol consumption on your part as follows:

a. Your National Agency Check with Local Agency Cheeks and Credit Check-Periodic Review (NACLC-PR) completed 5 Dec 05 by the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) contained unfavorable information.

(1) Records from Los Angeles Superior Court, Torrance, CA, disclosed that on 18 NOV 01, you were arrested for Driving Under the Influence of Alcohol and Driving With a Blood Alcohol Content greater than .08. You were ordered to serve 96 hours in jail, placed on summary probation for five years, fined $1,386, ordered to attend three Alcoholics Anonymous meetings per week for six months and an alcohol program, and driving restrictions for 18 months. You complied with your sentence.

(2) Records from Kaiser Permanente, Downey. CA, disclosed that you received treatment from Nov 01 to Mar 02 due to court order from a drunk driving arrest. You were diagnosed with Alcohol Dependency. You admitted to drinking between three to six alcoholic beverages daily and that it created stresses in your life. You were placed in a detoxification program and attended group counselling sessions for six hours per day for 30 days. You attended Alcoholics Anonymous meetings seven times per week. You did not stop drinking altogether. Your counselor would only feel confident about your judgment and reliability and your ability to safeguard classified information if you stopped drinking.

(3) On 4 Aug 05/ you were interviewed by an OPM investigator. You stated you did not have any problems with alcoholism or excessive drinking. You may have two glasses of wine with dinner on special occasions once every three months.

b. Included with your NAC~C was a copy of your previous Expanded National Agency Check (ENAC) completed 2 Apr 91 by the Defense Security Service (DSS). Your ENAC contained unfavorable information.

(1) Records from San Bernardino county Sheriff's Office, San Bernardino, CA, and the San Bernardino County Municipal Court District, San Bernardino. CA, disclosed that on 11 Nov 83, you

were arrested for Driving Under the Influence (DUI). You pled guilty and were sentenced to three years unsupervised probation and ordered to violate no law; to cooperate with probation officer; to attend 16 Alcoholic's Anonymous meetings and submit to chemical test of blood, breath, or urine it requested by the arresting officer; co pay a total fine of $616; to not drive a motor vehicle unless properly licensed; and license suspension for 90 days.  On 24 Apr 85, a bench warrant was issued for your arrest for failure to pay the required fine. On 26 Jun B85, you appeared before the court. You still owed $461 and were permitted to make monthly payments.

(2) On 17 Jan 91. you were interviewed by a DSS investigator. You stated you drank your first beer while in your senior year of high school.. You stated you would ditch classes once or twice monthly to go to a nearby park or a friend's residence and drink one to two beers. You stated that when you were in tech school, in approximately Dec 77, you received a letter of reprimand for an incident at your barracks. You drank hard liquor, which you were not used to, and you passed out. Your roommates took you to the Base Hospital emergency room. After tech school, you drank alcohol only on weekends and would limit yourself to three beers or mixed drinks on each day of the weekend. You stated that on the day you were arrested for DUI, you were in the process of a divorce and you met some friends after work at a bar and then went to a friend's house. You drank approximately nine mixed drinks (screw drivers) before you headed home and were stopped by the police. You stated you had learned your lesson from this experience and that you had no plans to drink and drive in the future. You stated that" since the OUI, you returned to drinking beer only on weekends and limited yourself to no more than three beers on any day of the weekend.

2. Available information tends to show personal conduct on your part as follows:

On your Standard Form 86 (SF 86) dated J.7 Feb 04, you only listed one DUI in response to question 24, denying having been charged with or convicted of any other offenses related to alcohol or drugs.

3. Available information tends ~o show criminal conduct on your part as follows:

See items l.a. (1) and l.b. (1) above.

4. In an attempt to resolve the above issues, a memorandum from AFCAF PSAA4 dated 14 Jul 06 was forwarded to your commander.

a. On 6 Sep 06, you attended Life Skills Support Center at Los Angeles Air Force Base, CA, for the purpose of being evaluated for security clearance screening. Although Life Skills determined you were qualified for a security clearance, on the Processing Questionnaire for Screening Clearances, you did not list all of your alcohol related offenses and you did not provide the exact nature of your day treatment with Kaiser Permanente.

b. In your statement dated 15 Sap 06, you said that after talking to your counselor, you decided to practice abstinence by enrolling in an out patient program. You did not provide any information regarding your attendance at community self help meetings after your completion of day treatment. You did not

provide any indication of when you last consumed alcohol. You did not provide any reason why you falsified your SF 86 by not listing your DUI offense from 11 Nov 83.

c. You provided a letter dated 28 Sep 06 from your counselor. You began the day treatment program 21 Dec 01 and completed 1 Mar 02.  Patients in the day treatment program are required to attend Monday through Friday 9:00am to 3:00pm, Saturday 8:00am to 12:00pm, and Sunday 9:00am to 12:30pm. In addition, they are required to attend daily community self help meetings. Upon completion, it is recommended that individuals continue their recovery process in the outpatient aftercare program. You were unable to commit to outpatient aftercare due to lack of transportation, work schedule, and DOI requirements. You would continue to attend 12-Step meetings three to four times weekly. Your prognosis was positive, if you continued to remain active in community self-help meetings. Your counselor recommended that in light of your current situation, you attend an outpatient program and you agreed to do so. As part of the outpatient program, your counselor recommended you attend two counselor-led therapy groups, one educational lecture, and two 12- step meetings per week. You counselor recommended you meet with your assigned case manager monthly and submit to random urinalysis

and breathalyzer weekly. There is not any indication of when your outpatient counseling will begin or the duration of the treatment.
