1. Reference (a) establishes that the Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) is authorized to determine security clearance eligibility. The U. S. Coast Guard Security Center is the. CAF for the Coast Guard. Reference (b) informed you of my intent to revoke your security clearance and the reasons for the intended action.

2. References (c) and (d) explained, mitigated or provided extenuating circumstances regarding the disqualifying information listed in reference (b). After a careful review of references (a) through (d); a final determination has been made for you to retain your SECRET security clearance originally granted by Letter of Caution on XX XXX 2004. Your security clearance eligibility is based on the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) completed by the Office of Personnel Management on XX XXX 2003. While this decision is favorable, you are cautioned that conduct involving questionable judgment, lack of candor, dishonesty, or unwillingness to comply with rules and regulations can raise questions about an individual's reliability trustworthiness and ability to protect classified information.

3.- Reference (c) provided documentation showing the charge of felony hit & run of XX XXX 2004 was' reduced to reckless driving: That charge (reckless driving) was ultimately dismissed by the court due to an error at the Commonwealth's attorney office.. Reference (d) documents this charge was expunged from the court record on XX XXX 2006.

Reference (c) also mitigated a hotline complaint to DHS alleging that you may have disclosed classified material to a person not cleared to receive it, and that you could be subject to blackmail and/or coercion. This charge was investigated by the Coast Guard Investigative Service (CGIS) and dismissed due to no evidence found to support this claim.

5. You are also cautioned that any future receipt of derogatory information, of any nature will be cause for immediate reconsideration of your eligibility.

6. Additionally, should your Commanding Officer decide to grant you access to classified information a new SF-312 (Non-Disclosure Agreement) must be executed. Send the original to the Security Center at the above address. A copy should be placed in your Command's security files.
